To register for the pre kindergarten class, children must be 4 yrs. old before Sept. 1st, 2009. 

Morning class time is 9:00 ð 11:15 AM 

Afternoon class time is 12:30 ð 2:45 PM 

Class days are Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday. 

¶ Preschool is in session 10 months, Sept. through the 2nd week in June.   

¶ June classes are two weeks/5 days a wk.   

¶ June morning class time is 9-12 Mon.-Fri.

Potty Training 

Children enrolling in preschool must be completely potty trained before August 1st, 2009.  This means the child must be 

able to use an adult size bathroom without assistance (No òpull-upsó).
