Thousands show up
for their July 4t Rodeo, oth-
erwise there is about 40 peo-
ple in Chesaw, not counting
the surrounding area. We had
another youth night in Che-
saw with about the same
amount of youth. Zac and
Julia Nix shared about how
God has been working in
their lives. It was really
cool. The next day we did
VBS and had 17 kids
come! Their parents stayed as
well.  The last day we had
over 20! The bad news was
that Stefan got sick that day
and had to sleep in the van all
day.

The neatest thing about this
trip is that God really worked
on everyone’s hearts. The
people in both towns really
appreciated the event, and got
to hear the Gospel message,
and want us to come

back! Pastor Bruce of the
VBS Express was elated to
have such good help from our
students. Our group really
got to know each other in
deeper ways, as well. Their
faith was stretched and every-
one grew! The question now
is what mission event will we
do next year! I guess we will
just have to pray and let God
direct us thete. Thanks for
your prayer and support of
this trip, without it none of
this cool stuff would have
happened.
