Rather, it is a place 
where people can 
come and connect or 
reconnect with Jesus 
Christ through safe 
relationships with 
other people.  Please 
keep this in your 
prayers as we seek to 
grow spiritually as a 
church and to connect 
with others through 
this step of faith. 
As a church we are 
moving towards using 
the Unifyer website as 
the main way for you 
to keep connected.
