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Let every person be sub-

ject to the governing 

authorities. For there is 

no authority except from 

God, and those that exist 

have been instituted by 

God. Romans 13:1 

 

I still remember grade 

school; not all of it any-

more, but many things. 

Back then things were 

different. February had 

three holidays, two of 

which we got days off 

from school and the 

third always involved a 

party during the day. You 

may remember when 

both Presidents Lincoln 

and Washington had 

their birthdays celebrat-

ed independently. I think 

there are still Valentineõs 

Day parties, but we now 

have one day in which 

we honor all our presi-

dents who have served. 

Many things have 

changed since I was a 

grade school kid. Some 

things are much better, 

but others have certainly 

gone the other way. The 

political landscape is 

often an ugly terrain 

filled with angry voices 

and hate-filled words 

and actions. Statesman-

ship is rarely, if ever, 

demonstrated. 

You may think Iõm writ-

ing about the political 

parties or our various 

elected officials, but Iõm 

really writing about the 

American people in gen-

eral. Last monthõs tragic 

shooting in Tuscon, AZ 

may have caused some 

to stop and reflect on 

the political tone and 

hopefully to shape a bet-

ter climate. I wonder 

though if the improve-

ments coming out of a 

tragedy will last. Per-

haps thereõs a deeper 

seated issue that must 

be addressed within 

each of us as citizens of 

this great country. 

In Romans, Paul in-

structs us to see our gov-

ernment leaders as 

agents God has put in 

place to rule. He doesnõt 

suggest that we agree 

with all the decisions 

they make or that 

theyõre even godly. Ra-

ther he paints a picture 

in which God is supreme 

and ultimately in control. 

The Roman government 

had plenty of power, but 

Paul reminds us that all 

governments, no matter 

how big and strong, are 

under Godõs power. 

When we understand 

that our government, 

political parties, and all 

of our leaders are instru-

ments God is using, per-

haps we can begin to 

respect and honor each 

other, even as we disa-

gree on policies and phi-

losophies.  As members 

of the Kingdom of God, 

you and I are called to a 

higher way than what 

the world around us 

models. We are called to 

serve rather than be 

served, to love rather 

than to hate, to submit 

rather than to dominate, 

to honor rather than de-

grade. 

During this month, may I 

suggest that you take 

the names of your repre-

sentatives, mayor, coun-

cil members, governor, 

president, and any other 

authorities and inten-

tionally pray for them 

and their families. Con-

sider sending them a 

note, not to complain or 

express a concern, but to 

thank them for serving 

and to tell them that 

youõre praying for them. 

You might find a Bible 

verse to share to encour-

age them as well. I won-

der how often any of 

them ever get mail like 

that. Let your note be a 

living expression of hon-

or because you know 

that they are serving 

because of Godõs author-

ity. Just remember, 

thereõs no mail delivery 

on Presidentõs Day.
