Lately I have been work-

ing my way through a 

book called Amish 

Grace.  This book chroni-

cles the account of the 

Amish and their re-

sponse to a shooting in 

one of their schools 

which left 5 girls dead 

and 5 others seriously 

injured.  What is amaz-

ing about this story is 

that within days of the 

shooting, the families of 

these Amish girls, and 

the entire Amish com-

munity, came together 

not just to mourn but to 

forgive and reach out to 

the family of the shooter 

and even attend his me-

morial service.  They had 

forgiven him and come 

to realize that their chil-

dren were in a better 

place.  The outside world 

was amazed at this reac-

tion and their attitude 

toward the man who 

committed this crime.  

The reaction to this was, 

òHow can they do that?!ó  

and òAre they for real?ó   

  

In fact it was for real.  

The Amish had forgiven 

because of the example 

we have in Christ words 

of the Lordõs Prayer that 

says to forgive as we 

have been forgiven.  Not 

only does Jesus say this, 

he demonstrates it on 

the cross in Luke 23:34 

when he says, òFather, 

forgive them for they do 

not know what they are 

doing.ó  Forgiveness is 

not just a nice idea for 

the Amish but rather a 

way of life.  This is not to 

say that they ignored 

their own pain and did 

not struggle with the 

situation, but rather they 

put Christõs words above 

themselves. 

  

Too often, we hear mes-

sages that we need to 

stand up for our rights 

and what we are due.  

We hear that our own 

needs are paramount.  

Yet when we hear sto-

ries of forgiveness as 

powerful as the one 

from the Amish, we can-

not help but take notice.  

It takes us back to Christ 

and how He did not 

stand up for his rights, 

but willingly gave them 

up so that we can have 

a relationship with Him.  

We are then forced to 

ask ourselves who we 

need to forgive, and who 

are we putting first in 

our lives, ourselves or 

Christ. 

  

This is not to say that 

forgiveness is easy, nor 

are we to put ourselves 

in situations where we 

will be hurt again.  For-

giveness is not the same 

as reconciliation.  We 

can forgive and still not 

have a relationship with 

the one that has offend-

ed us.  Finally, for-

giveness is as much a 

decision as it is a feel-

ing.  We frequently have 

to decide to forgive be-

fore we feel like we have 

forgiven or been forgiv-

en.
