We had three 

other great options available to us, but the 

Mexico trip was continually on our hearts as 

something that needed to be done.  What is 

going to be included in this year's trip is a se-

ries of local mission projects, either in the 

community or here at church, so as to recog-

nize the need for us all to be involved in ser-

vice where we are.  Since the Mexico trip 

takes eight days to complete, there will be 

eight projects between now and the Mexico 

trip.  Students who are going on the Mexico 

trip need to be involved in a minimum of four 

of these events, preferably all of them.  The 

first project will be on December 14th, where 

we will be going down to the food bank to 

help sort food and stuff stockings.   

  

One of the other Mission Trip options was go-

ing to Alaska, as the youth have done in the 

past under Amy.  We want to pursue that 

again, but feel that this is not the year for 

it.  Our goal is to be planning this trip for 

2013. 

  

I will be sending out details about the Mexico 

trip in the next couple weeks.  This trip is 

open to anyone going into 9th grade next 

school year and up.
